Jane Kellet as Safeguarding Deacon, to oversee and monitor the implementation. of the
policy and procedures on behalf of the church'’s charity trustees and Dena Goodrich as
Designated Person for Safeguarding, to advise the church on any _matter§ related to the
safeguarding of children and adults at risk and to take the appropriate action wpen
abuse is disclosed, discovered or suspected. Their roles will be regularly explained to
children and adults at risk, and their names and phone numbers publicly displayed.
